2007-08 FINAL REGISTRATION
WEDNESDAY, JULY 25 & AUGUST 1

     Registration for the 2007-08 school year will be held on Wednesday, July 25 & August 1, from 9:00
a.m. to 2:00 p.m. and in the evening from 5:00  to 6:00 p.m. in the school cafeteria.  All high school
students must come to finalize their schedules.  Parents of students in grades K-8 who have pre-
registered will need to come only to pay their fees and first month’s tuition.
     According to School Advisory Council policy for a student to be officially enrolled at Sacred Heart
Catholic School and participate in extra-curricular activities, as well as for liability insurance reasons,
the first month’s tuition and all school fees must be paid at the registration on Wednesday, July 25, or
August 1, 2007.  Students will not be allowed to begin football or volleyball practice until these fees
have been paid.  You may make partial payments in advance at the rectory or school if you so desire.
     Please call the school at 798-4251 if you have any questions or concerns regarding registration for
the 2007-08 school year.  Limited tuition assistance is available.  Please see the principal for an
application.
     Classes will begin at Sacred Heart Catholic School on Monday, August 20.

TUITION AND FEES POLICY

The Sacred Heart Catholic School Advisory Council prior to registration sets the
registration fee and tuition for students. A sliding scale for families with more than one child is
designed to make a Catholic education possible.  When hardship cases are brought to the
attention of the principal and/or pastor, financial arrangements can be made.

Since the school must operate on a budgeted month to month basis, tuition must be paid
monthly.  The Advisory Council has established the following policy for tuition payments:

1. The first month’s tuition and school fees are due at the time of registration in
August.

2. Tuition is due by the 10th of each month thereafter.
3. Tuition charges not paid by the 30th of each month are considered delinquent.
4.       It is the responsibility of any parent having problems making payments to

contact the principal and/or pastor and complete an Application For Tuition
Assistance Form.

5. Previous years’ tuition and school fees will have to be paid before registration
will be allowed, unless judged to be a hardship case by the principal and/or pastor,
and/or review committee.

6. Failure to comply with the above requirements may result in the following actions
by the school:
A. Final exams will not be administered.
B. Final report cards will be withheld.
C. Students will not be allowed to participate in extracurricular

                               activities (athletics, cheerleading, etc.)
D.  Student will not be allowed to register for the following school year.

 7.       All school records (report cards, etc.) including graduation, will be
           withheld until full payment of all fees is made.

     The school advisory council is established by the pastor, in accord with the Victoria Diocesan
policy, to assist him and the principal in the governance of Sacred Heart Catholic School.
     The school advisory council is consultative in the following sense:  The members cannot act
apart from the pastor and principal and cannot make decisions binding on the parish school
without the approval of the pastor.
     The school advisory council meets monthly in the teachers’ workroom, and generally it is the
2nd  Monday of each month.   The meetings are open to the general public.

RESPECT LIFE CORNER – April 14, 2007, the U.S. Supreme court upheld a nationwide ban
on partial birth abortion, which had been tied up in the courts for several years under appeal by
pro-abortion opponents.  President signed the bill into law November 5, 2003.
     The Supreme Court justices voted 5-4.  Those voting in favor of upholding the ban were
Chief Justice John Roberts and Justices Alito, Kennedy, Scalia, and Thomas.
     Partial birth abortion is gruesome infanticide where a late-term, fully developed baby is
partially removed from its mother before being violently killed.
     The Partial-Birth Abortion Ban Act is the first federal restriction on abortion since Roe v.
Wade.  Besides outlawing medical community deems partial-birth abortion as “never medically
necessary.”
